Final Legidative Recommendations and Discussion from Anomalies Subcommittee —
Reed Richards and Ron Gordon

Notes:

Discussion started with options for adding aggravated kidnapping to the sex offender
registry. The best option would be to leave it to the judges discretion and the
second option would be not to do anything and look at the whole issue over the next
year and decide whether we want to go back to the more comprehensive change
that would include other types of crimes. Blake Chard motioned to go forward
with the second option and Paul Boyden seconded. The motion passed
unanimously. The next hill discussed was the Crimina Sentencing Amendments
Bill. Previoudly discussed was changing the term “life in prison” to “20 to life’.
There is aneed to change all phraseology so it no longer reads capital offenses;
instead it should say capital felony. There was discussion to amend the aggravated




murder statute in two ways: First, to specify prior convictions which allows murder
to be charged as aggravated murder. Second, to remove redundant language. Page
8 had two “ands’ on line 209 (typographical error that needs to be corrected).

Judge Y eates motioned to support the proposed legislation from the subcommittee,
Chief Sam Dawson seconded and it passed unanimously.

Draft Policy on Guidelines Tracking and Release of Information — Ed McConkie

Notes:

A few months ago we had an update on the methamphetamine issue and as a resullt,
the commission wanted to go forward and explore the possibility of athird matrix on
the Adult Sentencing and Release Guidelines, a substance abuse matrix. The
Governor’'s Task Force on DUI's unanimously recommended that the Sentencing
Commission consider sentencing guidelines for DUI's. It deals with the
misdemeanor issue. Salt Lake County’s Criminal Justice Services, Adult Compliance
& Education Center (ACEC), now under Gary Dalton’s direction has contacted us
aso asking for misdemeanor guidelines. This item will be on a future agenda but
should be carefully explored by the subcommittee that will review future guidelines.
